Did you know?
In the list of the Apostles given in the Gospel 
accounts he is generally identified with “Thaddeus”, 
and is variously known as Jude Thaddaeus, Judas 
Thaddaeus, Jude (brother or son) of James (Luke 6:16; 
Acts 1:13), or Lebbaeus. He is sometimes identified 
with Jude, referred to in the Bible as “brother” or 
“kinsman” of Jesus (Luke 6:16; Mark 6:3; Matthew 
13:55-57). Some Latin manuscripts of Matthew 10:3 
refer to him as Judas the Zealot.

For many centuries he was wrongly confused with 
Judas Iscariot, the disciple who betrayed Jesus. The 
Gospel of John refers to a disciple called “Judas not 
Iscariot” (John 14:22). He is also not to be confused 
with “Thaddeus of Edessa”, one of the seventy 
disciples sent out by Jesus to proclaim the Kingdom 
of God.
